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Abstract
The present study aimed to explore pause types and their fillers in Russian and Chinese native speech compared to the
speech of Chinese bilinguals speaking Russian with a focus on universal and language-specific patterns. An acoustic
study of 8 subjects has been performed: 4 Russian males speaking Russian, and 4 Chinese males speaking both Chi-
nese and Russian. Acoustic measurements were performed using PRAAT and included pause count, pause duration,
pitch direction, vocalic fillers formant values, and their duration.
